
 

 
 
 

Dates of Purchase - April 16, 2010-April 25, 2010. 
 
 
The Program will offer Texas consumers a rebate when replacing a functional residential appliance with a qualifying ENERGY 
STAR® appliance of the same type purchased at a Texas retail location during the Program timeframe.  All Program funds must be 
expended by February 17, 2012.   

 
The Comptroller anticipates consumer demand will far exceed rebate funds. The Program is expected to last approximately ten (10) 
days and a rebate reservation system will be implemented April 5th, 2010.  Customers can reserve rebates via 
www.TexasPowerfulSmart.org or a toll free 800 number. 
 
The website will provide real-time information regarding remaining funds left for the program.  Expectations are that the available 
funds may be reserved after the first day of registration.  After the reserved mail-in rebates are awarded, any remaining funds will be 
rebated to consumers on a first-come, first-served basis.   This program is not retroactive. 
 
Appliance purchase dates will be limited to April 16, 2010-April 25, 2010. 
 
Total funds allocated to Texas program:  $23,341,000 
 
Consumers will have (60) days to mail-in proof of purchase and supporting documentation depending on appliance type and valid 
complete rebate applications will be processed within thirty (30) days of receipt.  If any funds remain after July 25, 2010, the wait-list 
rebates will be fulfilled. 
 
 
 
 



 
 

 
 

Qualifications 
 
Texas Residents must replace a functional residential appliance with a qualifying ENERGY STAR® appliance of the same type. Eligible 
appliances and rebate levels are as follows: 
 
 
 
 

Central Air Conditioner    

  (>=14.5 SEER/ >=12 EER) for split systems  $600  $675  

  (>=15.0 SEER/>=12.5 EER) for split systems  $800  $875  

  (=14.0 SEER/>= 11 EER) for single package unit equip. including gas/electric  $800  $875  

  (>=14.0 SEER/>=12 EER) for single package unit equip. including gas/electric  $1,000  $1,075  

Air Source Heat Pump    

  (>=8.2 HSPF/>=14.5 SEER/>=12 EER) for split systems  $1,200  $1,275  

  (>=8.5 HSPF/>=15 SEER/>=12.5 EER) for split systems  $1,400  $1,475  

  (>=8 HSPF/14 SEER/>=11 EER) for single package equipment including gas/electric  $1,400  $1,475  

  (>=8 HSPF/14 SEER/>=12 EER) for single package equipment including gas/electric  $1,600  $1,675  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



HVAC Specific Criteria  
 
 
 

·  Consumers may turn in a functional HVAC, Gas Furnace, or Heat Pump in order to be eligible for a rebate for either an Air 
Source Heat Pump or HVAC system. 

 
 
·  Because consumers are typically not required to pay for these systems until after installation, CPA will accept proof of 

payment for these appliances anytime during the (60) day periods from the rebate reservation date as long as it is 
accompanied by proof the consumer scheduled the installation during the 4/16-4/25 program period. 

 
 
·  Consumers are limited to (1) HVAC system rebate and must be for their personal Texas residence.  Income and commercial 

properties do not qualify for rebates. 
 
 
·  To earn a rebate consumers must mail their rebate submission within 60 days including: 

 
o Completed reservation application 
 
o Copy of legible receipt 

 
o Copy of AHRI certificate  
 
o Proof of appliance disposal or recycling  

 
o Contractor verification of installation / disposal 
 
 

·  Consumer invoices must clearly state equipment cost separate from other costs (i.e. installation, taxes)
